The possibility above links to a bridge. (A tunnel is probably more likely but not definite.)

All the current Option C ideas have approach and access roads which are similarly close to
the church and, in the tunnel options, the tunnel portal, comes essentially at the Lower
Higham Road. The alternative (eastern) road (ESL) goes through Shorne and is, if possible,
even more damaging generally but, again, the route still goes by Chalk Church much as
above but probably worse, with the main road coming close to us over a longer distance.
Highways England seems to want the ESL but for us, the choice of ESL or WSL seems like
expressing a preference for being eaten either by a lion or a tiger.

The arrows and positions, eg of our church, on the map have been added by the Vicar.
Most of the detailed maps seem not to label the church or cover the church with a label
pointing out a footpath. He wonders if this is a mistake or deliberate!

The PCC will respond but the Vicar asks everyone to continue to oppose Option C using the
official consultation survey and to add at the very end some comment to the effect that:

All Option C ideas as presented are not acceptable. While a tunnel is less offensive than a
bridge, the positioning of the tunnel southern portal so far from the A2/M2 connection
plus the inclusion of unnecessary access roads to and from the A226 (in some cases
requiring traffic use, eg to or from Grain) make these Option C ideas totally unacceptable.

Option A still appears to provide a less damaging, less costly and better technical solution
from the point of view of “normal” congestion. The current bridge at Dartford provides a
free-flow north to south. It is the frequent tunnel closures to escort hazardous loads that
cause the current problems south to north. Hence another bridge (for south to north
traffic) would work. More freight on rail would be an even more strategic solution.
